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1 Installation 

It is recommended that this equipment is protected by an earth leakage circuit 
breaker when installed in areas where spillages of liquids can occur or there are 
inexperienced users. Please consult a qualified electrician for advice. 

2 Operation 

The boiling plate is controlled by an Energy Regulator with a dial marked 1 to FULL. 
In the full on position (FULL), the hotplate will be on all the time. In other positions the 
hotplate will cycle ON and OFF to give reduced heat outputs according to the setting. 

The boiling plate is primarily intended for use with flat bottomed pans but it can be 
used to heat any kind of vessel providing care is taken in use, and that the vessel is 
no bigger in diameter than the boiling plate. 

In a laboratory installation the units can be used for heating metals and chemicals but 
chemicals should not be placed directly on the hotplate. 

Always ensure the vessel used is large enough to prevent boil over. If boil over does 
occur, immediately switch off at the mains, remove the plug and allow the unit to dry 
before further use. 

3 Safety 

In a school laboratory or similar installation, it is the responsibility of the school to 
provide adequate supervision and any protective clothing when these units are in 
use. 

Do not attempt to move the unit whilst in use or still hot. The unit body will get hot and 
remain hot for some time after switching off. 

Nothing must be pushed through any ventilation holes in the body of the unit and the 
unit should NEVER be immersed in water. DO NOT CLEAN WITH A WATER JET. 

4 Cleaning 

Always clean daily, particularly in a laboratory environment. Clean the body of the unit 
with a damp cloth. Any spillage on the hotplate is best wiped off whilst still warm. 
NEVER attempt to clean the unit whilst it is plugged into the mains socket. 
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
